•  Moon	
  worship	
  has	
  been	
  pracSced	
  in	
  Arabia

  2000	
  BC.	
  The	
  crescent	
  moon	
  is	
  the	
  most	
  
common	
  symbol	
  of	
  this	
  pagan	
  moon	
  worship	
  as	
  
far	
  back	
  as	
  2000	
  BC.	
  	
  

•  The	
  moon	
  god	
  was	
  also	
  referred	
  to	
  as	
  "al-­‐ilah".	
  
This	
  is	
  not	
  a	
  proper	
  name	
  of	
  a	
  single	
  specific	
  
god,	
  but	
  a	
  generic	
  reference	
  meaning	
  "the	
  god".	
  
Each	
  local	
  pagan	
  Arab	
  tribe	
  would	
  refer	
  to	
  their	
  
own	
  local	
  tribal	
  pagan	
  god	
  as	
  "al-­‐ilah".	
  	
  

•  "al-­‐ilah"	
  was	
  later	
  shortened	
  to	
  Allah	
  as	
  
Muhammad	
  began	
  promoSng	
  his	
  new	
  religion	
  
in	
  610	
  AD.	
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•  The	
  god	
  Allah	
  existed	
  before	
  Islam	
  did,	
  when	
  
the	
  Arabs	
  were	
  polytheisSc.	
  Allah	
  was	
  1	
  of	
  
360	
  gods	
  and	
  was	
  known	
  as	
  “the	
  god	
  of	
  the	
  
crescent	
  moon.”	
  Allah	
  is	
  also	
  called	
  “the	
  
morning/dawn	
  star”	
  which	
  completes	
  the	
  
symbolism	
  of	
  the	
  Islamic	
  flag.	
  

•  Before	
  Islam	
  the	
  Arabs	
  had	
  an	
  idol	
  for	
  every	
  
day	
  of	
  the	
  year.	
  

•  When	
  Mohammed	
  came	
  along	
  he	
  declared

  359	
  gods	
  to	
  be	
  false	
  and	
  that	
  there	
  
was	
  only	
  Allah.

Mohammed
