  Testament	
  angels	
  are	
  o^en	
  referred	
  to	
  as	
  stars.	
  
•  At	
  crea;on	
  all	
  “the	
  morning	
  stars	
  sang	
  together,	
  and	
  all	
  
the	
  sons	
  of	
  God	
  shouted	
  for	
  joy?”-­‐Job	
  38:7	
  

•  The	
  Bible	
  describes	
  Satan	
  as,	
  “….fallen	
  from	
  heaven,	
  
morning	
  star,	
  son	
  of	
  the	
  dawn!	
  How	
  you	
  are	
  cut	
  down	
  to	
  
the	
  ground,	
  who	
  laid	
  the	
  na;ons	
  low!

en;rely

•  The	
  word	
  for	
  “boRomless	
  pit”	
  is	
  the	
  word	
  
“abussos”	
  which	
  we	
  get	
  the	
  word	
  “abyss”	
  and	
  
literally	
  means	
  “without	
  depth”.	
  

•  Demons	
  didn’t	
  want	
  to	
  go	
  there,	
  “’Jesus	
  asked	
  
him,	
  “What	
  is	
  your	
  name?”	
  He	
  said,	
  “Legion,”	
  
for	
  many	
  demons	
  had	
  entered	
  into	
  him.

•  The	
  beast	
  who	
  overcomes	
  the	
  two	
  witnesses

•  This	
  is	
  the	
  third	
  blackout	
  of	
  the	
  sun	
  in	
  the	
  book	
  of	
  Revela;on.	
  
•  Joel	
  had	
  spoken	
  of	
  this	
  in	
  his	
  prophecy:	
  “I	
  will	
  show	
  wonders	
  
in	
  the	
  heavens	
  and	
  in	
  the	
  earth:	
  blood,	
  fire,	
  and	
  

.”-­‐Joel	
  2:30	
  
•  “There	
  are	
  worlds	
  of	
  being	
  and	
  of	
  darkness	
  upon	
  which	
  man	
  
has	
  never	
  looked.	
  There	
  is	
  a	
  tenanted	
  abyss	
  of	
  which	
  
the	
  demons	
  know,	
  and	
  concerning	
  which	
  they	
  besought	
  the	
  
Saviour	
  that	
  He	
  would	
  not	
  send	
  them	
  into	
  it	
  [Luke	
  8:27-­‐31].	
  It	
  
is	
  a	
  dark	
  and	
  horrible	
  prison,	
  in	
  which	
  many,

  The	
  very	
  items	
  that	
  locusts	
  eat.	
  

•  The	
  ordinary	
  locust	
  is	
  deadly	
  to	
  vegeta;on	
  but	
  not	
  harmful	
  
to	
  humans.	
  

•  These	
  locusts	
  have	
  power	
  like	
  a	
  scorpion	
  to	
  harm	
  People.	
  
•  The	
  Jewish	
  people	
  in	
  chapter	
  7,	
  who	
  have	
  the	
  seal	
  of	
  God	
  
on	
  their	
  forehead	
  will	
  not	
  be	
  harmed	
  (the	
  144,000).	
  

•  The	
  locust	
  is	
  "A	
  visual	
  representa;on	
  of	
  the	
  hordes	
  of	
  
demons	
  loosed	
  upon	
  the	
  earth."	
  (Walvoord)	
  

•  The	
  locusts	
  destruc;ve	
  and	
  devasta;ng	
  affects	
  upon	
  
vegeta;on	
  give	
  a	
  fearful	
  illustra;on	
  what	
  the	
  demonic	
  
forces	
  will	
  have	
  upon	
  an	
  unrepentant	
  world.	
  

	
  

Israeli	
  Locusts	
  

•  The	
  supernatural	
  locust	
  plague	
  against	
  Egypt	
  
demonstrates	
  the	
  normal	
  ac;vity	
  of	
  locusts	
  against	
  
the	
  vegeta;on.	
  

•  	
  “And	
  the	
  locusts	
  went	
  up	
  over	
  all	
  the	
  land	
  of	
  Egypt	
  
and	
  rested	
  on	
  all	
  the	
  territory	
  of	
  Egypt.	
  They	
  
were	
  very	
  severe;	
  

	
  For	
  they	
  covered	
  the	
  face	
  of	
  the	
  whole	
  earth,	
  
so	
  that	
  the	
  land	
  was	
  darkened;	
  and	
  they	
  ate	
  every	
  
herb	
  of	
  the	
  land	
  and	
  all	
  the	
  fruit	
  of	
  the	
  trees	
  which	
  
the	
  hail	
  had	
  le^.	
  So	
  there	
  remained	
  nothing	
  green	
  on	
  
the	
  trees	
  or	
  on	
  the	
  plants	
  of	
  the	
  field	
  throughout	
  all	
  
the	
  land	
  of	
  Egypt.”-­‐Exodus

•  “With	
  the	
  burning	
  south	
  winds	
  (of	
  Syria)	
  there	
  come	
  from	
  the	
  
interior	
  of	
  Arabia	
  and	
  from	
  the	
  most	
  southern	
  parts	
  of	
  Persia	
  
clouds	
  of	
  locusts	
  (Acridium	
  peregrinum),	
  whose	
  ravages	
  to

  grievous

•  Like	
  the	
  Four	
  Horseman	
  in	
  Revela;on	
  6,	
  these	
  
locusts	
  and	
  their	
  destruc;on	
  is	
  limited	
  by	
  God	
  in	
  
the	
  scope	
  of	
  their	
  power.	
  

•  They	
  are	
  commanded	
  not	
  to	
  harm	
  the	
  grass,	
  any	
  
green	
  thing,	
  or	
  any	
  tree.	
  

•  The	
  natural	
  system	
  has	
  already	
  been	
  dealt	
  with	
  in	
  
the
